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Roblox has private or VIP servers
ich allow people to play exclusively
with their friends, but this costs money.
Most Roblox players will instead be on
public servers that anyone can [oin. Servers
can host games which focus on all kinds of
aspects, including direct player interaction.
Some games and servers, therefore, will put
children more at risk of contact from
strangers than others.

These are also called ‘ODers’

and are quite common in Roblox. An

ODer is an Individual who joins a game with
the intention of finding someone fo date
online - and eventually meet in person. Such
online dating is against the Roblox
community guidelines, but this usuall
doesn't deter ODers. Some player-bul
Roblox game worlds have even been
dol:‘lgnod with online dating specifically in
mind.
