Point of Interest: Over 76% of children
access content through a mobile phone

Point of Interest: Over 81% of children use their devices
in their bedroom.
We recommend that devices are used in a family space
such as the kitchen or living room.




In a follow up question about what rules their
parents enforce, there was a mixed response
with some answers including:

- | have no rules!
- Time restrictions
- Content restrictions
- Age restrictions on games
- ‘Other player’ restrictions

Point of Interest: We recommend sitting down with your
child and agreeing rules that will keep your child safe when
playing games or chatting online.

What do you do if something
bad happens while you are
using your device?

Point of Interest: Most children
know that they must tell a
trusted adult and take a
screenshot for evidence.
This is very encouraging!




Is there an adult in the room when you are on your devices?

Point of Interest: Our data shows that only 12.9% always have an adult with them.
We recommend that children should be under adult supervision when using devices.
